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From the very beginning, I have advocated for the cancellation of congestion pricing, a program that is deeply flawed, unfair, and is just a money-grab on New Jerseyans, said Congressman Kean. I have made it a priority of mine in Congress to work with my colleagues on both sides of the aisle to put a stop to the congestion pricing program that was
set to begin this month. I am glad to hear that Governor Hochul has postponed this program, but the fight is not over. Indefinitely postponed is not enough. become more ethnically diverse over time, is one of the most affluent congressional districts in the United States,[3] with the twelfth-highest median income in the nation.[4]In the 2012 general election, Republican incumbent Leonard Lance held his seat against Democratic challenger Upendra J. Chivukula.[5] In the 2010 general election, Democratic
challenger Ed Potosnak challenged Lance, but Lance defeated Potosnak by a margin of 59% to 41%. Areas of the former 7th district
such as Franklin Township that had historically voted reliably Democratic were moved into the adjacent 12th district in order to shore up Democratic incumbent Rush Holt, while reliably Republican Millburn was removed from the 7th, and instead split between the 10th and 11th districts. Additionally, heavily Democratic Plainfield was moved from
the 7th to the already Democratic-leaning 6th district. Despite the redistricting, NJ-07 was still the most competitive House district in New Jersey, and was the only one considered to be in play in 2006 by political pundits.In 2008, Mike Ferguson (who had first been elected in 2000, replacing Bob Franks) did not seek another term. Linda Stender won
the Democratic nomination unopposed, while Republican primary voters chose State Senator Leonard Lance in a field of eight candidates. In the general election, Lance defeated Assemblywoman Linda Stender by a margin of 25,833 votes.[9]In the Democratic primary Malinowski prevailed with 26,059 votes and 66.8% of the vote. Jacob finished
second with 7,467 votes and 19.1% of the vote.[10]Lance won the Republican primary with 74.9%, and 24,856 votes.[10][11]In the 2018 election, Tom Malinowski,[12] former Assistant Secretary of State for Democracy, Human Rights, and Labor, was considered the front runner among the Democrats challenging Republican incumbent Leonard
Lance.[13][14] Malinowski was endorsed by Westfield teacher/attorney Lisa Mandelblatt and attorney Scott Salmon when they withdrew from the race in February 2018.[15][16] Other candidates in the Democratic primary included lawyer Goutam Jois;[17] and social worker Peter Jacob, who was defeated by Lance in the 2016 election. Green Party of

The ending of the ordinal number changes based on the last
digit of the number. Numbers ending in 1 use st (e.g., 1st, 21st), those ending in 2 use nd (e.g., 2nd, 22nd), and those ending in 3 use rd (e.g., 3rd, 23rd). All other numbers use th (e.g., 4th, 5th, 6th).For example, when talking about a king who was the seventh in a line, you would say He was the 7th king, not the 7st king. This rule helps keep the
language clear and consistent.What Are Ordinal Numbers?Ordinal numbers tell us about an items position in a sequence. Take, for instance, someone standing in line. You could say they are the first, second, third person, and so on. Specifically, they indicate order or rank.Understanding the BasicsBefore we dive straight into the numbers themselves,
lets simplify how ordinal numbers work. Think of your favorite sports team and how you celebrate their position at the end of the season. If they come in first, second, or third, you would say 1st, 2nd, or 3rd. The Case of 7st vs. 7thNow, lets talk about how numbers like seven turn into ordinals. Imagine youre watching a race. As the racers cross the
finish line, you note their positions. When you count up to seven, do you say sevenst, or does seventh sound more natural to you?Breaking It DownThe suffix that ends the word tells us about the order. For single-digit numbers, first ends in st, second ends in nd, third ends in rd, and the rest up to ten end in th. So, when youre discussing the seventh
place, it becomes 7th. Why 7th is Correctlmagine you are filling balloons for a birthday party and numbering them. When you reach the seventh balloon, you wouldnt write 7st on it. Why? Because st is used for numbers ending in one, like 21st, except when they are part of the numbers eleven through thirteen. Thus, 7th is always the right choice.
Common Errors to AvoidlIts easy to get confused with all the rules. Here are a few common mistakes: Using st after any number ending in seven (e.g., 7st, 17st, 27st). You can visualize your top ten favorite ice
cream flavors. For each one beyond the third, youll naturally say fourth, fifth, sixth and so on. Each of those uses helps to tell us about positions and sequences.Wrap-Up and PracticeAlways double-check what you write, especially if it
feels even a bit off. Practice by lining up objects at home and labeling them: first, second, third, etc. When you get to seven, youll likely find that 7th is the one that fits just right.To simplify, think about ordinal numbers as your guide in a sequence. Once you understand where each suffix belongs, youre far less likely to make mistakes. It becomes
much like tying your shoelacesdo it enough times, and soon you wont even have to think about which string goes where.
